WHY Do WE NEED
ROC WISCONSIN?

Because: We can safely cut our state prison
population to 11,000 in a fairly short period of
time.

Decision-makers need to know that the
people of Wisconsin are no longer willing to
support a system that wastes hundreds of
millions of dollars incarcerating a higher
percentage of African-American and Native
American men than any other state.

ROC Wisconsin is built on a belief that the
good people of Wisconsin would rather use
our resources to heal, build and restore
people, families and communities.

ROC Wisconsin is about much more than just
cutting our prison population in half. It is
about being a state of which we can all be
proud.
